The difference between science, engineering and technology is not always clear. Science is
the study of phenomena. Its aim is to discover relations among elements of the phenomenal world
by applying different scientific methods, while technologies are not always products of science,
because they have to satisfy requirements of society such as usability and safety.

Engineering is the process of designing and making tools and systems to exploit natural
phenomena for practical human means, often (but not always) using results and techniques from
science. To achieve some practical result, technology may touch on many fields of knowledge, for
example, scientific, engineering, mathematical, linguistic, and historical knowledge. Technology is
often a consequence of science and engineering — although technology as a human activity pre-
cedes the two fields. For example, science might study the flow of electrons in electrical conduc-
tors, by using already-existing tools and knowledge. This new-found knowledge may then be used
by engineers to create new tools and machines, such as semiconductors, computers, and other forms
of advanced technology. In this sense, scientists and engineers may both be considered technolo-
gists; the three fields are often considered as one for the purposes of research and reference. The
exact relations between science and technology in particular have been debated by scientists, histo-
rians, and policymakers in the late 20th century. Before World War 11, for example, in the United
States it was widely considered that technology was simply "applied science” and to fund basic sci-
encewas to reap technological results in due time.

The support of this philosophy could be found inthe USA postwar treaty on science policy:
Science-The Endless Frontier: "New products, newindustries require continuous additions to
knowledge of the laws of nature... This essential newknowledge can be obtained only through basic
scientific research.” In the late-1960s, however,this view came under direct attack, because most
analysts denied the model that technologysimply is a result of scientific research.

The foundations of the world’s biggest electronics company were laid in 1891 when Gerard Philips
established a company in Eindhoven, the Netherlands, to manufacture light bulbs and other electri-
cal products. In the beginning it concentrated on making carbon filament lamps and by the turn of
the century it was one of the largest producers in Europe. Developments in new lightning technolo-
gies fuelled a steady program of expansion and, in 1914 it established a research laboratory to stim-
ulate product innovation. In the 1920s, Philips decided to protect its innovations in X-ray radiation
and radio reception with patents. This marked the beginning of the diversification of its product
range. Since then, Philips has continued to develop new and exciting product ideas like compact
disc, which it launched in 1983.
