Urlaub am Meer gestern und heute

Millionen Deutsche verbringen jéhrlich ihren Urlaub am Meer. Deutschlands
Kiisten sind besonders beliebt. Noch vor 200 Jahren war das Sonnenbaden kaum bekannt
und die wenigsten Menschen konnten schwimmen.

Egal, wo man im Sommer Urlaub macht, Deutsche trifft man immer: mit
Sonnenschirm, Handtuch und Sonnencreme an Mallorcas Stranden, an Frankreichs
Atlantikkiiste oder an der italienischen Adria. Am liebsten machen die Deutschen aber
Urlaub im eigenen Land. Jahrlich fahren Millionen Touristen an die Nord- und die Ostsee.
Das war allerdings nicht immer so.

Noch im 18. Jahrhundert galt das Meer fiir viele Menschen als Reich des Satans, wo
gefdhrliche Ungeheuer wohnten. Diese Vorstellung édnderte sich erst, als die Briten die
Heilkraft des Salzwassers entdeckten. Schon 1780 war Brighton ein lebhafter Kurort. Die
Deutschen nahmen das als Vorbild und machten es den Briten nach. Das erste deutsche
Seebad entstand 1793 an der Ostsee in Heiligendamm, wenig spiter folgte ein zweites auf
der Nordseeinsel Norderney. Wahrend im Jahr 1800 nur 250 Géste auf der Insel Urlaub
machten, sind es heute etwa 750.000 jahrlich.

The Law Commission is proposing sex or gender should be made a protected
characteristic in hate crime laws, primarily to protect women, in a consultation launched on
Wednesday.

Race, religion, trans identity, sexual orientation and disability are the so-called
protected characteristics covered by current hate crime legislation.

Existing criminal offences, such as assault, harassment or criminal damage, where
the victim is targeted over hostility towards one or more protected characteristics
constitutes a hate crime and is considered more serious as a result.

Following a review of hate crime laws, the Law Commission said the majority of
evidence it had seen related to misogyny but it would consult on whether “sex or gender”
as a protected characteristic should cover women and men or women only.

Prof Penney Lewis, the criminal law commissioner, said: “Hate crime has no place
in our society and we have seen the terrible impact that it can have on victims.

“Our proposals will ensure all protected characteristics are treated in the same way,
and that women enjoy hate crime protection for the first time.”

There have been growing calls for misogyny to be treated as a hate crime, and for
street harassment of women to be recognised as a specific offence.

Despite being initially trivialised in the media as “arrests for wolf-whistling”,
comprehensive analysis of a pilot scheme in Nottinghamshire to treat public harassment of
women as a gender hate crime found that the vast majority of people interviewed wanted
the policy to continue.

The Labour MP Stella Creasy, who campaigned for the review of hate crime laws,
said: “Misogyny drives crimes against women — recognising that within our criminal
justice system will help us detect and prevent offences including sexual assault, rape and
domestic abuse.

“I now urge every woman who has walked with keys in her hands at night, been
abused or attacked online or offline to come forward and be heard in this consultation.”

Further proposals to simplify hate crime laws are put forward by the Law
Commission in its consultation paper.

These include extending the protections of aggravated offences and stirring up
hatred offences to cover all current protected characteristics, but also any characteristics
added in the future including sex/gender.

The commission is proposing changing the offences of “stirring up hatred” to focus

on deliberate incitement of hatred, providing greater protection for freedom of speech
where no intent to incite hatred can be proven.

And it will propose expanding the offence of racist chanting at football matches to
cover homophobic chanting and other forms of abusive behaviour such as gestures and
throwing missiles at players.

There have been calls for hate crime laws to be expanded to include new protected
characteristics to tackle ageism, and hostility towards other groups such as homeless
people, sex workers, people who hold non-religious philosophical beliefs such as
humanists and alternative subculture, such as goths or punks.

The consultation is open until 24 December. The Law Commission has asked to
hear from those who have experienced various forms of hate crime, based on all types of
characteristics, as well as experts in the area. Final recommendations to the government
will be made next year.

Russian President Vladimir Putin has suggested a compromise with Japan over the
disputed Kuril islands in which neither side would feel like the “winner or the loser.”

The Soviet Union never signed a permanent peace treaty with Japan after the Second
World War because of a disagreement over the four islands, currently controlled by Russia,
which were seized by Soviet forces at the end of the war.

In an interview published this week with the Bloomberg news agency, Putin said a
compromise with Japan would be possible as long as there was a “high level of trust”
between the two sides, warning that a settlement was “no closer”” now than it was in 1956,
when Japan and the Soviet Union reestablished diplomatic relations after the war.

Putin emphasized however that Russia “very much wants to find a solution to this problem
with our Japanese friends,” adding that “Russia does not trade in territories.”

“We’re not talking about exchanges or purchases, but a decision whereby neither side

feels they are victorious or defeated,” he said.
Putin’s comments on the disputed territories came ahead of a meeting with his Japanese
counterpart, Shinzo Abe, as part of the the Far East Economic Forum, which is currently
taking place in Vladivostok. Putin pledged to discuss the islands, which Russia calls the
South Kurils and Japan calls the Northern territories, during the meeting, along with trade
and economic development.

nor can we gain an adequate idea of its nature by a mere recital of the sundry facts that
make up the grammar of the language. When we pass from Latin to Russian, we feel that it
is approximately the same horizon that bounds our view, even though the near, familiar
landmarks have changed. When we come to English, we seem to notice that the hills have
dipped down a little, yet we recognize the general lay of the land. And when we have
arrived at Chinese, it is an utterly different sky that is looking down upon us. We can
translate these metaphors and say that all languages differ from one another but that certain
ones differ far more than others. This is tantamount to saying that it is possible to group
them into morphological types.

Strictly speaking, we know in advance that it is impossible to set up a limited
number of types that would do full justice to the peculiarities of the thousands of languages
and dialects spoken on the surface of the earth. Like all human institutions, speech is too
variable and too elusive to be quite safely ticketed. Even if we operate with a minutely
subdivided scale of types, we may be quite certain that many of our languages will need
trimming before they fit. To get them into the scheme at all it will be necessary to
overestimate the significance of this or that feature or to ignore, for the time being, certain
contradictions in their mechanism. Does the difficulty of classification prove the
uselessness of the task? I do not think so. It would be too easy to relieve ourselves of the
burden of constructive thinking and to take the standpoint that each language has its unique
history, therefore its unique structure. Such a standpoint expresses only a half truth. Just as
similar social, economic, and religious institutions have grown up in different parts of the
world from distinct historical antecedents, so also languages, traveling along different
roads, have tended to converge toward similar forms. Moreover, the historical study of
language has proven to us beyond all doubt that a language changes not only gradually but
consistently, that it moves unconsciously from one type towards another, and that
analogous trends are observable in remote quarters of the globe. From this it follows that
broadly similar morphologies must have been reached by unrelated languages,
independently and frequently. In assuming the existence of comparable types, therefore, we
are not gainsaying the individuality of all historical processes; we are merely affirming that
back of the face of history are powerful drifts that move language, like other social
products, to balanced patterns, in other words, to types. As linguists we shall be content to
realize that there are these types and that certain processes in the life of language tend to
modify them. Why similar types should be formed, just what is the nature of the forces that




make them and dissolve them—these questions are more easily asked than answered.
Perhaps the psychologists of the future will be able to give us the ultimate reasons for the
formation of linguistic types.

Computer Crime

Criminals in the past used to have guns, masks and escape cars. Now they have a computer,
a telephone and a piece of computer equipment called a ‘modem’. They simply dial a
telephone number to link their own computer with others, and then, using a password (a
secret word or phrase), enter a company’s computer system (in a bank or a government
office for example). Many companies stupidly used to have the word ‘password’ as their
password.

In 1990 two American teenagers broke into a computer system and added rude messages to
some information and made other important data disappear. The damage cost over two
million dollars to correct. A 12-year old boy in Detroit used his own computer to enter the
computer system of a large company and caused financial chaos.

In Britain, computer crime costs companies about 400 million pounds a year. Often, the
computer criminals do not to make money; they just want to show the world how clever
they are.

They also like to create computer viruses. They program a computer disc with a special
fault in it. When a computer copies the disc, the fault enters the computer’s memory. That
means it gets onto any other disc each time you put a new disc into your computer. Some




viruses are just silly messages. For example, one puts the message ‘peace and love’ on your
computer screen while you are working. Other viruses use all the ‘memory’ on the
computer, and the computer is ‘sick’ and unable to work. One hospital in Britain recently
lost all of his records about sick patients because of a computer virus.

Companies’ success or failure often depends on the success of their brands. But even
companies who we see as having very strong brands, such as Coca Cola, sometimes get it
terribly wrong and experience what we could call brand blunders. These disasters usually
result from the process of rebranding, where a company decides to change an aspect of its
brand such as the name, the packaging or the product’s ingredients. The aim of this process
is, of course, to make the brand more popular and commercially successful. Indeed, if done
correctly, rebranding can lead to tremendous success for a company, as it has done for
brands like Old Spice and Target. However, as many companies have discovered to their
cost, when rebranding goes wrong it can really go wrong and companies are often forced to
reverse the

changes they’ve made. Let’s take a look at four examples where exactly this happened and
try to figure out what the reasons for these brand blunders were.

B

The Ford motor company has built up a reputation as one of the most successful car
manufacturers in the world, but even Ford has had its share of brand blunders over the
years. In 1958, for example, Ford started selling a car called the Edsel, which has come to
be seen as an example of how not to market a product amongst people who work in
marketing. There were several reason for its lack of success. Firstly, the car was more
expensive than the better-value cars bought by working people, but cheaper than the more

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exclusive models that the wealthy preferred. Then there was the fact that the Edsel was
enormous at a time when smaller cars were becoming fashionable. Many people also
thought that the car’s design was

very unattractive. It’s believed that the car’s disastrous sales performance cost Ford around
$400 million.

C

Up until 1997, the British national carrier British Airways had always used the Union flag
on the tail fins of its entire fleet of aeroplanes. However, in that year, the company decided
to refresh its brand image and the Union flag was replaced by a range of colourful designs
created by artists from around the world. According to British Airways’ CEO, the aim was
to give the company a more modern image and reflect changes in British life and culture.
Many customers complained about the new designs. They actually liked the fact that the
company represented Britishness and British values and that’s what they wanted it to
continue to represent. In 2001, British Airways reverted to the original Union flags on their
aircraft and they’ve been there ever since.

D

Sometimes it’s the rebranded product’s name rather than its brand identity or image which
causes problems as the manufacturers of ‘Vegemite’, the vegetable-based sandwich spread
popular in Australia, found out when they decided to rename ‘Vegemite’ as ‘iSnack 2.0’ in
2009. Apparently, the letter ‘i’ was chosen because of the popularity of Apple devices,
such as the iPod and iPhone and the company thought that the new name would help to
give its products a ‘cooler’ image and make them more appealing to young people. The
problem was that there was no connection between the world of personal technology and
the food industry. Unlike the name ‘Vegemite’, which gives you a clear idea of what to
expect from the product, ‘iSnack 2.0’ resulted in more confusion than connections amongst
consumers and, unsurprisingly the name was changed back to just ‘Vegemite’ within five
days.

E

Logos are an important component of brand identity and play an important role in
determining its success. Effective logos are eye-catching, attractive and memorable. The
credit card company MasterCard, therefore, ran into difficulties when it changed its logo to
a new one that some consumers thought was downright ugly. The dark orange and yellow
circles that we associate with MasterCard remained but another circle was superimposed on




top of them which was brown in colour, and it was this brown colour that people didn’t
like. Eventually, MasterCard admitted that the new logo wasn’t working and went back to
the original one.

In a Quiet Ohio Town, Who Started the Fire, and Why?

Readers of Celeste Ng’s second novel, “Little Fires Everywhere,” will recognize a
few elements from her acclaimed debut, “Everything I Never Told You.” There are the
simmering racial tensions and incendiary family dynamics beneath the surface of a quiet
Ohio town. There are the appeal and impossibility of assimilation, the all-consuming force
of motherhood and the secret lives of teenagers and their parents, each unknowable to the
other.

And there’s a familiar frame, too: At each novel’s opening, we know at least part of
the tragedy that will befall the characters — the mystery lies in figuring out how they got
there. In “Little Fires Everywhere,” we begin not with a death but a house fire, and new
questions: Who set it, and why?

The house belongs to Elena and Bill Richardson, a wealthy white couple who




epitomize success in picture-perfect, late-’90s Shaker Heights, and their four teenage
children, including girl-next-door Lexie and the troubled prankster Izzy, who is suspected
of arson. “The firemen said there were little fires everywhere,” Lexie says. “Multiple points
of origin. Possible use of accelerant. Not an accident.” But Izzy isn’t the only one who
seems to have fled the scene. Mia Warren and her 15-year-old daughter, Pearl, have also
disappeared, vacating the small house they rented from the Richardsons. And so Ng again
returns to the past for answers.

A matter of considerable controversy at present is the issue of whether works of art
should remain in their country of origin, or rather the owners of such works should be
allowed to sell them to collectors abroad, thus depriving the country’s population of a vital
part of its cultural heritage. Strong arguments exist in support of both sides of this debate,
which implies that it is worth examining both points of view before reaching any
conclusions.

Should such sales be permitted, it is argued that the country of origin would lose
pieces of art which rightfully belong where they were created.

Criminal Law

Criminal law is categorized as a part of public law - the law regulating the relations
between citizens and the state. Crimes can be thought of as acts which the state considers to
be wrong and which can be punished by the state.

In many legal systems it is an important principle that a person cannot be considered
guilty of a crime until the state proves he committed it. The suspect himself need not prove
anything, although he will of course help himself if he can show evidence of his innocence.
The state must prove his guilt according to high standards, and for each crime there are
precise elements which must be proven. In codified systems, these elements are usually
recorded in statutes. In common law systems, the elements of some crimes are detailed in
statutes; others, known as "common law crimes", are still described mostly in case law.
Even where there is a precise statute, the case law interpreting the statute may be very
important since the circumstances of each crime may be very different.

For example, the crime of theft is defined in England under the 1968 Theft Ad as:
"dishonestly appropriating property belonging to another with the intention of permanently
depriving the other of it".

There are further definitions of each element of the definition, such as appropriating,

which may mean taking away, destroying, treating as your own, and selling.
The same Act also defines in detail crimes such as burglary (entering someone's land
without permission intending to steal or commit an act of violence) and robbery (using
force or threats in order to steal from someone). Although the Theft Act was intended to
cover many possible circumstances, it is still often necessary for the courts to refer to case
law in order to apply the Act to a new case. For example, in the 1985 case of R. vs. Brown,
the defendant argued he couldn't be guilty of burglary since he reached through the window
of a house without actually going inside. However, the court decided a person can be
judged to have "entered" a building if 'he gets close enough to be able to remove
something from it.

There are usually two important elements to a crime: (1) the criminal act itself: and (Il)




the criminal state of mind of the person when he committed the act. In Anglo-American
law these are known by the Latin terms of (I) Act us Reus and (II) Mens Rea. The
differences between these can be explained by using the crime of 1 murder as an example.

In English law there is a rather long common law definition of murder. The 1 unlawful
Killing of a human being under the Queen's Peace, with malice afore-j thought, so that the
victim dies within a year and a day.

Malice aforethought refers to the mens rea of the crime and is a way of saying; that the
murderer intended to commit a crime. Of course, the court can never know; exactly what
was in the head of the Killer at the time of the killing, so it has the] difficult task of deciding
what his intentions must have been. The judgments in; many recent cases show that
English law is constantly developing its definition of; intent.

Although most criminal laws in the world refer to acts of violence or theft, therel are
laws regulating almost every kind of human behavior for example, what we do .'l with our
land; what we say and write; how we run our businesses; even what we] wear. Sometimes
governments "create new crimes” by identifying a form of behavior and passing a new law
to deal with it. In most industrialized countries existing] theft laws were not adequate to
deal with computer crimes where complex kinds of] information are stolen, altered or used
to deceive others and thus, new laws haven’t been passed.

Technical change is one reason why the criminal law is one of the fastest growing areas
of the law. Another reason is that the number of crimes committed in some! countries seem
to be increasing rapidly — although sometimes it is not clear whether people are breaking
the law more, being caught more, or reporting other people's crimes more. One more
reason is that different societies, or perhaps it is different governments, continually review
their ideas of what should and shouldn't be a.i considered crime.

66 Homosexual acts, suicide and blasphemy (attacking religion) were once crimes in all
European countries, but have now mostly been decriminalized. On the other hand,
discrimination against someone on the grounds of race or sex was not acknowledged as a
crime until relatively recently, and is still not rAogwzed in some countries. Recent cases of
euthanasia (shortening the life of a dying person) are causing re-evaluations of the concept
of murder.

There are some acts which are crimes in one country but not in another. For
example, it is a crime to drink alcohol in Saudi Arabia, but not in Egypt. It is a crime to
smoke marijuana [maeri'wa:na] in England, but not (in prescribed places) in the




Netherlands, It is a crime to have more than one wife at the same time in France, but not in
Indonesia. It is a crime to have an abortion in Ireland, but not in Spain. It is a crime not to
flush a public toilet after use in Singapore, but not in Malaysia. In general, however, there
IS quite a lot of agreement among states to which acts are criminal A visitor to a foreign
country can be sure that stealing, physically attacking someone or damaging their property
will be unlawful. But the way at dealing with people suspected of crime may be different
from his own country.

The load imparted to a structure by momentum, ridge building and pack ice loading relates
to the width of the structure. In the case of a jacket structure, the load is a function of the
jacket leg diameter (D) to distance between legs (W) ratio (D/W). If this D/W ratio is
maintained above seven, then Sanderson (1988) suggests that the legs of a jacket structure
will behave independently and ice bridging will not occur between the jackets legs. When
the legs of the jacket act independently, smaller global loads are experienced by the
structure. Sanderson (1988) does not indicate what the maximum sea ice thickness for
which this D/W ratio value of seven is applicable. It is assumed that this D/W ratio is only
applicable for non-rafted sea ice thickness of less than 3.3 ft (1 m). This conservative
assumption is drawn from the study of data on Cook Inlet jacket structures. Beyond a sea
ice thickness of 3.3 ft (1 m), additional testing is required to determine what D/W ratio will
produce independent behavior of the jackets legs.

In states where the grand jury is utilized, it is convened at regular intervals, or it'j may be
impaneled at special times by the court to consider important cases.

The grand jury has broad investigative powers: it may compel the attendance of j
witnesses; require the taking of oaths, and compel answers to questions and the

submission of records.

Ordinarily, however, the grand jury hears such witnesses as the prosecutor calls] before
it and considers only the cases presented to it by the prosecutor.

Nevertheless, a grand jury may undertake inquiries of its own, in effect taking the
initiative away from the prosecutor. In common parlance, this is known as af "runaway"
grand jury.

The grand jury's traditional function is to determine whether information elicit by
the prosecutor, or by its own inquiries, is adequate to warrant the return of anj Indictment
or true bill charging a person or persons with a particular crime. If grand jury concludes
that the evidence does not warrant a formal charge, it may| return a no bill, hi several states,
powers of investigation similar to those of (he grand jury conferred by law upon single
person, a judicial officer or a deputy appointed him, known as a "one man grand jury".

Jacket & Jack-up Structures

Jacket platforms are used as permanent production structures. Jack-up platforms serve the
offshore industry as an exploration structure. The jack-up combines the mobility of floating
structure with the jacket platform’s properties of wave transparency and fixity.The jacket
structure is the most common fixed offshore platform in the world. It was first used in the
Gulf of Mexico and has since been adapted and modified for use all over the world. It




comes in a variety of styles from the single-legged (monopod) to multi-legged structures.
The ice reinforced jacket platform was first successfully used in sea ice in the mid 1960’s
at the Cook Inlet developments. Three varieties of ice reinforced jacket structures have
been used in the Inlet; the monopod, the tripod and the quadpod.

Arctic Jacket Structure Design Considerations

The main consideration for the design of any jacket structure is the payload the structure
has to carry, the capacity of the foundation and the environmental loads the structure must
resist. The loads unique to offshore Arctic structures are temperature loading, sea ice static
loads and the accompanying vibration loads. In many cases, the sea ice static and vibration
loads are the controlling factor either globally or locally in the sizing of the structure
members. Temperature is generally the controlling factor in material selection.Sea ice in
the Bering Sea has varying geometry, concentrations and mechanical properties. The

structures in these areas have to be designed for the maximum ice load that results from
three specific loading mechanisms.

* Momentum load is the load that results from the ice flow impacting the structure.» Ridge
building load is the pressure load the structure experiences as a ridge and rubble field
builds.

» Pack-Ice loading is the tangential frictional loading that results from the ice flow passing
by the ridge and rubble field that has formed in front of the structure.

The load imparted to a structure by momentum, ridge building and pack ice loading relates
to the width of the structure. In the case of a jacket structure, the load is a function of the
jacket leg diameter (D) to distance between legs (W) ratio (D/W). If this D/W ratio is
maintained above seven, then Sanderson (1988) suggests that the legs of a jacket structure
will behave independently and ice bridging will not occur between the jackets legs. When
the legs of the jacket act independently, smaller global loads are experienced by the
structure. Sanderson (1988) does not indicate what the maximum sea ice thickness for
which this D/W ratio value of seven is applicable. It is assumed that this D/W ratio is only
applicable for non-rafted sea ice thickness of less than 3.3 ft (1 m). This conservative
assumption is drawn from the study of data on Cook Inlet jacket structures. Beyond a sea
ice thickness of 3.3 ft (1 m), additional testing is required to determine what D/W ratio will
produce independent behavior of the jackets legs.

Globalization and the Butterfly Effect

The butterfly effect concept has become important in the finance world as globalization
continues to increase and capital markets connect. Volatility in one small area of the
international markets can grow rapidly and bleed into other markets, and a hiccup in one
corner of the international markets can have global consequences. Improvements in
technology and wider access to the Internet has increased the degree to which international
markets influence each other. This has led to more episodes of extreme market volatility.
The butterfly effect has become well-known in popular culture, and the concept has clear
applications to finance. It and chaos theory may provide a partial explanation for the
unpredictability of capital markets.

Origin and Meaning of Butterfly Effect

The phrase “the butterfly effect” was first coined during a scientific meeting in 1972.
Scientist Edward Lorenz gave a talk on his work regarding weather prediction models. The
phrase suggests that the flap of a butterfly’s wings in Japan could create a small change in
the atmosphere that might eventually lead to a tornado in Texas.

Lorenz studied how small differences in initial values led to large differences in weather
models at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. In 1961, he had entered an initial
condition in a weather model as 0.506, rather than the precise number of 0.506127, which
resulted in a completely different and unexpected weather pattern. In 1963, he wrote a
paper on this concept, titled “Deterministic Nonperiodic Flow.” The butterfly effect
concept shows how difficult it is to predict dynamic systems, such as weather and financial
markets. Study of the butterfly effect has led to advances in chaos theory.

Application of Chaos Theory to Markets

Capital markets go through alternating periods of calm and storminess. However, they are




not always chaotic, and the shift between calm and chaos is often sudden and
unpredictable. Some believe that these concepts of chaos theory can be used to understand
how financial markets operate.

Markets tend to grow bubbles that eventually pop with drastic consequences. Financial
bubbles often grow because of positive feedback. When investors make money during a
rise in the financial markets, other observers think the investors must have made a smart
decision, which leads the observers to invest their own money in the markets. The result is
more buying and stock prices going higher. The positive feedback loop leads to prices
beyond any logical or justifiable level. The loop eventually ends, and the last investors in
are left hanging with the worst positions.

The same concept can explain volatile bear markets. The markets can suddenly shift due to
outside factors, which causes investors to pay attention only to negative news. Initial
selling leads to more selling as market participants liquidate their positions. The negative
feedback loop tends to accelerate quickly, often resulting in a market full of undervalued
stocks.

The Difference Between Finance And Economics

Although they are often taught and presented as very separate disciplines, economics and
finance are interrelated and inform and influence each other. Investors care about these
studies because they also influence the markets to a great degree. Here we take a look at
finance and economics, what they can teach investors and how they differ.

What is it?

Without falling back on dry academic definitions, economics is a social science that studies
the production, consumption and distribution of goods and services, with an aim of
explaining how economies work and how their agents interact. Although labeled a “social
science” and often treated as one of the liberal arts, modern economics is in fact often very
quantitative and heavily math-oriented in practice.

How is economics useful?

When economists succeed in their aims to understand how consumers and producers react
to changing conditions, economics can provide powerful guidance and influence to policy-
making at the national level. Said differently, there are very real consequences to how a
nation approaches taxation, regulation, and government spending; economics can offer
advice and analysis regarding these decisions.

Economics can also help investors understand the potential ramifications of national policy
and events on business conditions. Understanding economics can also give investors the
tools to predict macroeconomic conditions and understand the implications of those
predictions on companies, stocks, markets and so on. Being able to project that a certain set
of government policies will stoke (or choke off) inflation or growth in a country can
certainly help stock and bond investors position themselves appropriately.

Economics as a career

For those who choose to pursue economics as a career, academia is an obvious option.
Academics not only spend their time attempting to teach students the principles of
economics, but also researching within the field and formulating new theories and
explanations of how markets work and how their agents interact.




There is also call for economists in the corporate world. Here the concerns of economists
are more immediate and near-term. Economists working for major investment banks,
consultancies, and other corporations often focus on forecasting growth (GDP, for
instance), interest rates, inflation, and so on. These projections may represent a product in
their own right (that can be marketed to clients) or an input for managers and other
decision-makers within the company.

Economics in the markets

Investors have an erratic history with economists, listening to them carefully at some times
and all but ignoring them at others. While some investors may ignore economists’ concerns
and pile their investments into the latest booming sector, others will carefully track data on
GDP, inflation and deficits to inform their investing decisions. It also matters which market
is being considered; bond investors typically tend to pay more attention to economic data
than many equity investors do.

FINANCE

What is it?

Finance in many respects is an offshoot or outgrowth of economics, and many of the
notable achievements in finance (at least within academia) were made by individuals with
economics backgrounds and/or positions as professors of economics. Finance generally
focuses on the study of prices, interest rates, money flows and the financial markets.
Thinking more broadly, finance seems to be most concerned with notions like the time
value of money, rates of return, cost of capital, optimal financial structures and the
quantification of risk.

How is finance useful?

While economics offers the pithy explanation that the fair price of an item is the
intersection of supply, demand, marginal cost and marginal utility, that is not always very
useful in actual practice. People want a number, and many billions of dollars are at stake in
the proper pricing of loans, deposits, annuities, insurance policies and so forth. That is
where finance comes into play — in establishing the theoretical understandings and actual
models that allow for the pricing of risk and valuation of future cash flows

Finance also informs business managers and investors on how to evaluate business
proposals and most efficiently allocate capital. Basically, economics posits that capital
should always be invested in a way that will produce the best risk-adjusted return; finance
actually figures that process out.




Finance as a career

In some respects, a degree or academic background in finance opens more obvious doors
than a similar background in economics. A degree in finance is a common denominator
among many of those who populate Wall Street, be they analysts, bankers or fund
managers. Likewise, many of those who work for commercial banks, insurance companies
and other financial service providers have college backgrounds in finance. Apart from the
finance industry itself, a degree in finance can be a pathway into and through the senior
management of companies and corporations.

In the markets

As finance tries to concern itself with assessing the value of financial instruments, it is not
surprising that one of the most common applications of finance in the markets is in the
determination of fair value for a wide range of investment products. Stock-pricing models
like the capital asset pricing model, option models like Black-Scholes, and bond concepts
like duration are all byproducts of applied finance in an investment context.

Finance also offers new theories about the “right” way to do things, whether that is the
optimal dividend or debt policy for a corporation or the proper asset allocation strategy for
an investor.

It can also be argued that finance affects the markets with a seemingly constant stream of
new products. Although many derivatives and advanced financial products have been
maligned in the wake of the Great Recession, the fact remains that many of these
instruments were designed to address and solve market demands and needs.

The Bottom Line

It is important for investors to avoid ‘“either/or” arguments regarding economics and
finance; both are important, and both have valid uses and applications. In many respects,
economics is “big picture” (how a country/region/market is doing) and concerned about
public policy, while finance is more company/industry-specific and concerned about how
companies and investors evaluate and price risk and return. Historically, economics has
been more theoretical and finance more practical, but this has changed in the last 20 years.
It is interesting to note, though, that the two disciplines seem to be converging in some
respects. It seems that academics in finance are trying to incorporate more and more theory
into their work and appear more academically rigorous. At the same time, there is at least a
movement within some schools of economics to lean more heavily on math and appear
practical and applicable to everyday business and policy decision-making processes.




At some fundamental level, there will always be a separation, but both are likely to
remain very important to the economy and financial markets for some time to come.

AuBlerdem ist die
wertvolle Ware nicht ewig haltbar. ,,Die Flaschen sollten daher innerhalb von ein bis zwei
Jahren verbraucht werden®, empfiehlt Lam.

Den Sauerstoff brauchen nicht nur Krankenhéuser fiir ihre Patienten. Sauerstoff ist
gefragt wie noch nie. Vor allem asiatische Biirger kaufen ihn. Der Smog in GroBstiddten
wie Tokyo, Peking oder Shanghai ist lebensgefahrlich. In China stirbt laut Max-Planck-
Institut fir Chemie {iber eine Million Menschen jdhrlich an den Folgen der
Luftverschmutzung. Die Verzweiflung der Bewohner iiber den Smog ist so groB3, dass sie
fiir den Sauerstoff in Flaschen 20 Dollar pro Stiick zahlen.

Inzwischen verkauft auch das Unternehmen ,,Green & Clean” aus Sydney
australische Luft. Die Kdufer kommen vor allem aus Asien. Aber das Unternechmen hat
auch Deutschland als kiinftigen Markt im Blick, weil die Bemiihungen um bessere
Luftwerte hier immer wieder scheitern. Luft wird iibrigens auch als Souvenir verkauft. In
manchen Urlaubsorten kann man zum Beispiel Schwarzwaldluft oder Saarlandluft kaufen.
Und bei der FuBlball-Weltmeisterschaft2006 in Deutschland wurde ,,Original Berliner Luft*
verkauft — die wies allerdings erhohte Feinstaubwerte auf.

Der Wohnraum in deutschen Grof3stadten wie Berlin ist knapp. Oft werden private
Wohnungen im Internet an Touristen vermietet. Diese Wohnungen fehlen dann auf dem
Wohnungsmarkt. Gesetze sollen das regulieren.Wer eine Wohnung in einer deutschen
GroBstadt sucht, braucht meistens viel Geduld. In Berlin sind zum Beispiel die Stadtteile
Friedrichshain und Kreuzberg besonders begehrt, aber der Wohnraum ist knapp. Die vielen
Restaurants, Bars und Cafés locken nicht nur die Einheimischen an. Die beiden Stadtteile
sind auch bei Touristen beliebt. Im Internet findet man fiir seinen Berlinurlaub schnell ein
Angebot. 600.000 Menschen haben 2016 eine Wohnung in Berlin iiber das Onlineportal
Airbnb gebucht.Aber diese Wohnungen, die an Touristen vermietet werden, fehlen auf dem




reguliren Wohnungsmarkt. Seit 2014 gibt es deshalb in Berlin ein Gesetz, das die Situation
regulieren soll: Es legt fest, dass man nicht mehr als die Hélfte seiner Wohnung fiir
einzelne Tage an Géste und Touristen un-tervermieten darf. Fiir alles andere braucht man
eine Genehmigung der Stadt. Ohne diese Genehmigung muss man eine Strafe bezahlen.

Auch Sebastian Olényi hat frither seine Wohnung zwischenvermietet, weil seine
Tochter im Ausland lebt. Das Gesetz ist seiner Meinung nach ungerecht: Es unterscheidet
nicht, ob eine Wohnung nur an einzelnen Tagen im Jahr untervermietet wird, oder ob sich
jemand eine zweite Wohnung mietet oder kauft und diese dann an Touristen vermietet.
»Ich finde das Gesetz sehr unfair, denn es schert wirklich alle {iber einen Kamm®, sagt
Olényi. Um Leute zu finden, die gegen das Gesetz verstoBen, arbeiten in Berlin Fahnder,
die nach auffdlligen Angeboten im Internet suchen. Oft gibt es auch Hinweise aus der
Nachbarschaft, die melden, wenn die Bewohner einer Wohnung héufig wechseln. Damit
Leute ihre Wohnung untervermieten konnen, wenn sie in Urlaub fahren, soll im Friihjahr
2018 das Gesetz gedndert werden. Dann diirfen Wohnungen an 60 bis 90 Tagen im Jahr
vermietet werden. Sebastian Olényi findet diese Regel gut: ,,Auch wir wollen nicht, dass
ganze Wohnblocke zweckentfremdet werden.*

The Soviet Union never signed a permanent peace treaty with Japan after the Second
World War because of a disagreement over the four islands, currently controlled by Russia,
which were seized by Soviet forces at the end of the war.

In an interview published this week with the Bloomberg news agency, Putin said a
compromise with Japan would be possible as long as there was a “high level of trust”
between the two sides, warning that a settlement was “no closer”” now than it was in 1956,
when Japan and the Soviet Union reestablished diplomatic relations after the war.

Putin emphasized however that Russia “very much wants to find a solution to this problem
with our Japanese friends,” adding that “Russia does not trade in territories.”

“We’re not talking about exchanges or purchases, but a decision whereby neither side
feels they are victorious or defeated,” he said.

Putin’s comments on the disputed territories came ahead of a meeting with his
Japanese counterpart, Shinzo Abe, as part of the the Far East Economic Forum, which is
currently taking place in Vladivostok. Putin pledged to discuss the islands, which Russia
calls the South Kurils and Japan calls the Northern territories, during the meeting, along
with trade and economic development.

The bad side of globalization is also about tight credit, deleverage, and declining
money flows across local and national boundaries, as creditors tighten credit to both good
and bad borrowers, depressing aggregate demand; setting the world economy into a vicious
cycle of income and employment declines; and euphoria is succeeded by pessimism and a
burst of asset bubbles, perpetuating the downward spiral of the world economy.

The ugly side of globalization is when nations and local communities try to escape
the vicious cycle of income and employment declines through simultaneous currency
devaluations; and by raising trade barriers that in essence put an end to globalization and a
beginning to trade wars, as was the case in the 1930s.

In the last quarter of the century and for the most part of the first decade of this
century, the world has seen the good side of globalization. In the last four years, the world
has seen the bad side of globalization. We do hope and pray that the world won’t see the
ugly side of it.

United Kingdom and the United States for a comprehensive test ban which would include
underground tests.

2. The negotiations were suspended in 1980.

3. However, since it is a widely-held opinion that stopping all nuclear tests would put
a cap on further qualitative development of nuclear weapons and be an important step in
nuclear disarmament, the issue of a comprehensive test ban is a major subject of discussion
in the United Nations General Assembly and an item on the agenda of the Conference on
Disarmament at Geneva.

4. However, there are differences of approach among CD members.

5. While a number of States maintain that a discussion of all issues relating to a
nuclear test ban would be helpful before negotiations can begin, a large number of
countries believe that all matters relating to the conclusion of a treaty have born thoroughly
considered and, accordingly, press for immediate negotiations.

6. The Soviet Union, for its part, has repeatedly expressed its firm support for the
objective of a comprehensive nuclear-test-ban treaty and, to that end, unilaterally halted all
nuclear explosions for 18 months, from August 1985 to February 1987.

7. For the United States, a comprehensive test ban remains a long-term objective.

8. It holds the view that global security interests would not be served by entering into
comprehensive nuclear-test-ban negotiations in advance of other far-reaching arms-
limitation and disarmament measures and while its security and that of its allies remain
dependent on nuclear weapons.

9. It favours the stage-by-stage negotiations being conducted between the United
States and the Soviet Union, which will permit effective verification measures of two
existing treaties on nuclear testing and lead to their ratification and entry into force.

The bad side of globalization is also about tight credit, deleverage, and declining
money flows across local and national boundaries, as creditors tighten credit to both good
and bad borrowers, depressing aggregate demand; setting the world economy into a vicious
cycle of income and employment declines; and euphoria is succeeded by pessimism and a
burst of asset bubbles, perpetuating the downward spiral of the world economy.

The ugly side of globalization is when nations and local communities try to escape
the vicious cycle of income and employment declines through simultaneous currency




devaluations; and by raising trade barriers that in essence put an end to globalization and a
beginning to trade wars, as was the case in the 1930s.

In the last quarter of the century and for the most part of the first decade of this
century, the world has seen the good side of globalization. In the last four years, the world
has seen the bad side of globalization. We do hope and pray that the world won’t see the
ugly side of it.

1. In such conflict, traditions play a special role, since they can be mobilized to
provide an ultimate justification for one's view of the globe.

The Chinese ‘Three World’ theory, discussed earlier in this book, was part of a
political response in the mid-1970s to exclusion. It proposed the formation of China’s own
political alliances and blocs, in the face of exclusion or marginalisation from others. Even
after the rapprochement with the US in 1971 and 1972, and the assumption of its UN
Security Council seat, Chinese suspicions of the superpower world were high. However, it
took the Chinese even longer to gain entry to the world’s global economic institutions. The
US, in particular, were reluctant to allow this. And, even with eventual entry, China’s
almost default foreign policy strategy kicked in with plans to form its own very alternative
global economic structures. It was prepared to do this at great cost — but it hoped for very
great long-term returns, not only economically, but it terms of the political leverage that
economic hegemony would bring.

The post-World War Il architecture included institutions for cooperation (e.g. the
UN), for close quarter collaboration (e.g. what became the EU), for what was called
‘harmonisation’ (e.g. the Organisations for Economic Co-operation and Development
(OECD)). This was apart from the financial institutions (e.g. the World Bank and IMF)
which were formed for highly constrained but effective forms of economic regulation to
accompany the facilitation of capital flows. Here, the circulation of capital became more
important than its mere accumulation. As long as it was a circulation dominated by the
West, all was well with the World Bank and IMF. We shall return shortly to that. The
practice of ‘harmonisation’ in the OECD was one where capitalist countries, by
consultation and research, did not develop too far apart from one another, and each was
able to remain fiscally in touch with the others at all times. In many ways it was the OECD
that furnished the post-war triumph of global capitalism and prevented it from being a
house that could have fallen apart.

Es ist nicht gerecht, wenn acht Ménner so viel Geld besitzen wie 3,6 Milliarden
Menschen. Doch dieses Phdnomen begleitet uns seit Jahrhunderten. Die
Einkommensungleichheit geht fiir gewohnlich nur in Krisenzeiten zuriick - wéhrend des
Zweiten Weltkriegs etwa oder in Folge der Finanzkrise. Doch gerade in den USA entfernen
sich die Top-1-Prozent immer weiter vom Rest ihrer Mitbiirger.

Ubrigens werden die Top-Verdiener ihrerseits auch abgehiingt: Das Einkommen der
reichsten 0,1 Prozent ist in den vergangenen Jahren nach Berechnungen von
inequality.orgsehr viel schneller gewachsen als das der reichsten 1 Prozent.

Das alles sind keine gute Nachrichten. Doch ein Blick zuriick kann uns Mut fiir die
Zukunft machen. Denn zum Beispiel im Jahr 1970 war die Welt noch ungerechter als
heute. Zwei Jahrhunderte der Industrialisierung hatten den Westen reich gemacht, wahrend
der Siiden — Asien, Afrika, Stidamerika — arm blieb. Die globale Einkommensverteilung, so
zeigen Daten des Tiibinger Okonomen Jorg Baten, sah aus wie ein Kamel mit zwei
Buckeln: ein zweigeteilter Planet mit einer reichen "ersten" Welt (der rechte dunkle Hocker
im Bild liber diesem Artikel) und einer armen "dritten" (linker Hocker).

Diese Welt, wie sie heute noch immer der Vorstellung sehr vieler Menschen
entspricht, gibt es nicht mehr. Denn zahlreiche Entwicklungslédnder, darunter Indien und
China, folgten dem Westen auf dem Weg des Wachstums nach. Die Weltbank setzt die
Armutsgrenze heute bei 1,90 Dollar pro Tag fest, kaufkraftbereinigt. Der Anteil der
Menschen, die demnach in extremer Armut leben, hat von 37 Prozent im Jahr 1990 auf 10
Prozent im Jahr 2015 abgenommen.

Act as an interpreter:

1. From 1977 to 1980 tripartite negotiations were carried out by the Soviet Union, the
United Kingdom and the United States for a comprehensive test ban which would include
underground tests.

2. The negotiations were suspended in 1980.

3. However, since it is a widely-held opinion that stopping all nuclear tests would put
a cap on further qualitative development of nuclear weapons and be an important step in
nuclear disarmament, the issue of a comprehensive test ban is a major subject of discussion
in the United Nations General Assembly and an item on the agenda of the Conference on
Disarmament at Geneva.

4. However, there are differences of approach among CD members.

5. While a number of States maintain that a discussion of all issues relating to a
nuclear test ban would be helpful before negotiations can begin, a large number of
countries believe that all matters relating to the conclusion of a treaty have born thoroughly
considered and, accordingly, press for immediate negotiations.

6. The Soviet Union, for its part, has repeatedly expressed its firm support for the
objective of a comprehensive nuclear-test-ban treaty and, to that end, unilaterally halted all
nuclear explosions for 18 months, from August 1985 to February 1987.

7. For the United States, a comprehensive test ban remains a long-term objective.

8. It holds the view that global security interests would not be served by entering into
comprehensive nuclear-test-ban negotiations in advance of other far-reaching arms-
limitation and disarmament measures and while its security and that of its allies remain
dependent on nuclear weapons.

9. It favours the stage-by-stage negotiations being conducted between the United




States and the Soviet Union, which will permit effective verification measures of two
existing treaties on nuclear testing and lead to their ratification and entry into force.

Moscow Mayor: Return to Full Lockdown ‘Impossible’

Moscow will not return to a full coronavirus lockdown like it did in spring as long
as residents abide by current restrictions, Mayor Sergei Sobyanin said Monday as new
cases continued to rise.

The epicenter of Russia’s Covid-19 outbreak, Moscow confirmed 5,376 new
infections in the past 24 hours and almost 367,000 since the start of the pandemic. The
city's daily cases have seen a nearly sevenfold increase in the past month, though the latest
figures are still below the all-time high of 6,703 cases confirmed on May 11.

“I don’t see the need for more stringent measures, although specific targeted
decisions can’t be ruled out,” Mayor Sobyanin wrote on his website.

“Extreme measures are curfew, complete movement ban, entry and exit ban and the
closure of almost all businesses,” Sobyanin said. “These are absolutely unacceptable and
impossible for us.”

The government imposed unpopular self-isolation rules and travel restrictions in
late March, which it gradually lifted in June.

In recent weeks, Muscovites older than 65 and those suffering from chronic
illnesses have been strongly advised to stay home, employers have been required to switch
30% of their staff to remote work and middle- and high schoolers have resumed distance
learning.

City Hall has also stepped up the enforcement of mask and glove rules in the
Moscow metro and required clubs and bars to register visitors and scan their QR codes in
order to slow the spread of Covid-19.

Sobyanin wrote that around half of Moscow’s 12.5 million residents are now in
self-isolation, allowing the other half to travel to work with a reduced risk of getting
infected.

“The optimal strategy is to find a middle way between closing the city and
completely abandoning restrictive measures,” the mayor said.

Russia has confirmed a total of 1,415,316 coronavirus cases, the fourth-highest
number in the world.

Beyond Pandore

Well, I suppose
it’skinda silly, but I don’t much like shots. It’s not that they hurt ... it’s just that I guess I'm
old-fashioned.

played to an elite crowd. If one were to look overseas, however, one might find
evidence of an elite stage in the history of films from other countries. Some scholars have

suggested that during the period between 1920 and 1933, German and Russian films went
through what might be termed an elite stage. Perhaps the lack of a comparable elite period
in American film development is a quirk stemming from the unique economic and social
conditions that prevailed during the motion picture industry's development in this country.
In any event, by 1920 motion pictures were firmly entrenched in the mass-audience stage.
As with radio, it was the arrival of television that brought about change and forced films to
specialize.

A glance at the movie section of any big-city newspaper will show that films still
try to appeal to a specialized audience. There are films geared to teens (Bill and Ted's
Bogus Journey), to kids (Beauty and the Beast), to horror fans (Friday the 13th, part
whatever), to fans of foreign films (My Father's Glory), to action addicts (Terminator 2),
etc. Most films are still geared to the 18-30 crowd, but recently Hollywood has noted that
some films with a more general appeal such as Home Alone, Prince of Tides, and Dances
with Wolves also do well at the box office. The interactive stage has started to arrive with
home video. Thanks to the VCR, a viewer can fast forward through the slow spots and
rewatch the good parts. Television passed through the elite stage in the 1950s when TV sets
were so expensive that only the affluent could afford them. Consequently, prestige drama
such as Studio One enjoyed popularity during these years. As sets became less expensive
and within the reach of everyone, mass appeal programs such as westerns and situation
comedies predominated. Television is now moving into the specialized stage. The audience
shares of the major networks are declining as viewers tune more to specialized cable
channels such as ESPN, MTV, and HBO. New programming services, such as the
Automotive Channel and the Cowboy Channel, indicate that this trend is apt to continue.

‘Rude’ French are Worst Tourists

French tourists are the worst in the world, coming across as penny-pinching, rude
and terrible at languages, according to a new survey. The study by travel company Expedia
asked 4,500 hotels worldwide to rank tourists on their behavior.

Japanese tourists — seen as clean and tidy, polite, quiet and uncomplaining — came
top for the third year running.

French travelers made amends on elegance — classed third — as well as for their
discretion and cleanliness. But the French were the least ready to try a new language,
unlike US tourists who were most likely to swallow their pride and order a pizza, baguette
or a paella in the local lingo.

US tourists also got top marks for generosity, as the biggest spenders and tippers.
But they fell short on other counts as the least tidy, the loudest, the worst complainers and
the worst dressed.

Britons came second for their overall behavior, politeness, quietness and even
elegance — second for dress sense only to the Italians. But in Europe, the British were seen
by the hoteliers as the worst behaved.

Jonathan Cudworth, the head of product marketing at Expedia.co.uk, said: “Being




voted the worst tourists in the world by our closest neighbours highlights the fact that the
‘Brits Abroad’ moniker is a label we still haven’t managed to shrug off.

“While we are in second place in the global best-tourist rankings, we clearly have a
job to do to convince our European counterparts and those at home that we can be better
behaved on holiday.”

The model Japanese were followed by Canadians as the least likely to whinge when
a trip goes wrong.

France’s rivals for the world’s “worst tourist” tag, Spaniards and Greeks, came near
the bottom of the pack in almost every category.
