Britain is a nation where sport is taken seriously. Most people have a
sport that they play or that they watch. There are over forty different sports:
many of them were invented in Britain. This is why many languages use
English for sports like football.

Most sports are played at two levels- amateur and professional. Because
one major purpose of sport is to provide an enjoyable way of keeping fit,
amateur sport is very important. But the professional sporting events create a
lot of popular interest in the different games. Such events often give the
amateur sportsmen the enthusiasm to try harder, too.

In all English schools, organized games and physical education are
included in the normal timetable.

Plywood siding materials are widely used in modern construction-
business. They are popular because of their light weight and their relative
cheapness. The cost of the material per unit area of wall is usually less than for
other siding materials. Besides, labor costs are also relatively low. The reason
for it is the fact that large sheets of plywood are more quickly installed than the
boards of the same area.
