The best way to stop an argument is to get the people who disagree to
brainstorm solutions to the problem. This works well because it’s a positive
approach to the situation. Arguing is so negative and such a waste of time.
Brainstorming solutions helps everyone to work as a team again.

An effective way to end a conflict is to get the people who disagree to
say what the others’ positions and opinions are. Most conflicts happen
because people don’t really understand what the others are thinking.

And even today, that's what I love
about computers. When | write a good program, it always works perfectly,
every time.

The computer was our toy. We grew up with it. And when we grew up,
we brought our toy with us.

The next microprocessor from Intel came out in the spring of 1974. It
was much smarter than the earlier one. When we read about it, | told Paul that
the days of the big computers were finished.

The Altair was a microcomputer (a small computer) with the new Intel
microprocessor chip. When we saw that, we thought «Oh no! People are going
to write real programs for this chip»! I was sure of this, and I wanted to be part
of it.

It took us five weeks of hard work, but in the end we did it. We had a
program for the Altair and we had something more. We had the world's first
company that wrote programs for microcomputers. In time we named it
«Microsofty.
