Coke was a medicine at the origin. It's a fizzy drink. If you keep
drinking coke you put on weight because of the sugar contained in it. It was
created in the USA. Coca-cola was invented in the nineteenth century by an
American chemist. Is Coke popular in your country? Why? Do you like Coke?

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Do you know how old Coca Cola is? More than a hundred years! It was
invented in 1886 by a chemist called John Perberton, who lived in Atlanta, in
the South of the USA. (Its name comes from two of its ingredients - coca
leaves and kola nuts.) Pemberton tried to sell Coca Cola as a medicine. He told
his customers that it was good for headaches. They didn't believe him, and
they didn't buy it.

After John Pemberton died, in1888, a man called Asa Candler bought
the recipe for Pemberton's medicine. He decided to sell it, not as a medicine
but as a drink. In 1892, he spent $ 12,000 on advertising it. The Coca Cola
advertising campaign hasn't stopped since then! And it has worked brilliantly.
Coke has been the most popular drink in the USA for more than sixty years.

In 1941, when the USA entered World War Il, American soldiers began
to travel all over the world .The President of the Coca Cola Company
promised to send their favorite drink wherever they went. Five billion bottles
of Coke were sent around the world to the soldiers! And that's why, since the
War, Coke has been famous everywhere. If you look on a bottle of Coke you
will find that one of the ingredients is called simply 'natural flavorings'. What
are those flavorings? No one will tell you! The recipe for Coke has been a
secret for a century. The Coca Cola Company keeps it in a safe in Atlanta. In
1985, the company made a small change to its famous drink. Millions of
people complained. The company had to go back to the recipe in the safe!

Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from
the age of five to sixteen. Children under five go either
to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The main aim of
such kind of establishments is to make the children
ready for primary schools.

Compulsory education for all children begins at the age
of five. There are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of
them are the responsibility of the Local Educational
Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At
first the studies are more like playing than working.
Lessons usually last from nine in the morning till four
or five in the afternoon with a long break at the
lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive
schools. They study Maths, English, Arts, English
Literature, Geography, one or two foreign languages,
usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical
Education), IT (Information Technology), Religion,
Science, Biology, Sex Education and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate
of Secondary Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level,
and then they either leave school and start working or
continue their studies at school or at college for two
more years. This is called the sixth form at school or
the sixth form college, and the students take only the
subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

Finding information on the World Wide Tporpece
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Web needs an Internet search engine such as
Google, Alta Vista or Excite. Search engines have a
text box where you type in a keyword or words. A
search engine is a software program that reads the
keywords in the text box and searches the Internet
for Web pages, websites and other Internet files that
use them. These documents are shown on the
computer screen in a results listing.

When carrying out searches, you should
usually be specific and brief in your choice of
words. If the keyword is too general, or includes too
many different meanings, t information in different
ways, which changes the way they store he results
listing may not be useful. Different search engines
categorize information in different ways, which
changes the way they store and retrieve it.

You can narrow a search using logical
operators such as AND, OR, and NOT. AND
retrieves all the words typed in the text box, OR
retrieves either of the words and NOT excludes
words. Spelling is important when typindg in
keywords , but a search engine will not usually read
punctuation, prepositions and articles.
