Education in the United Kingdom is compulsory from the age of five to
sixteen. Children under five go either to nursery schools, or to playgroups. The
main aim of such kind of establishments is to make the children ready for
primary schools.
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Compulsory education for all children begins at the age of five. There
are 35,000 state schools in Britain. All of them are the responsibility of the
Local Educational Authorities (LEA).

Primary school is for children from five to eleven. At first the studies
are more like playing than working. Lessons usually last from nine in the
morning till four or five in the afternoon with a long break at the lunchtime.

At the age of eleven pupils go to comprehensive schools. They study
Maths, English, Arts, English Literature, Geography, one or two foreign
languages, usually French, Italian or German, PE (Physical Education), IT
(Information Technology), Religion, Science, Biology and other subjects.

At the end of their studies they take General Certificate of Secondary
Education examinations (GCSE) 0-level, and then they either leave school and
start working or continue their studies at school or at college for two more
years. This is called the sixth form at school or the sixth form college, and the
students take only the subjects they need for entering the university of their
choice.

At the age of eighteen they take GCSE A-level. There are no entrance
exams to universities, so the students can enter a university or a college on the
results of their A-level examinations.

Safety first

The main causes of accidents in the workplace are not dramatic fires
and explosions, but very ordinary accidents that can be easily prevented by
workers looking out for their own safety and the safety of others. Many of
these accidents are minor, but some cause death or serious injury. The most
common cause of accidents is from slips , trips and falls, followed by lifting
and carrying. Accidents involving cuts, burns, dropped objects, falling from
height, and collisions are also common but often avoidable.

The main preventable measure is safety training. All employees in the
oil and gas industry go through regular safety training courses to encourage a
strong safety culture. For hazardous areas , employees will be issued with
personal protective equipment (PPE) which must be worn in signed areas.
Safety boots , hard hats, overalls, gloves, and safety glasses are usually a
standard issue. In addition, ear protectors and special trades’ equipment such
as welding shields, goggles, and gloves will be issued.

Safety signage has to be followed. Signs are classified with different
shapes and colours to denote whether they are mandatory , warnings, or giving
information. Most signs are independent of language and use standard symbols
as ideograms. The meaning of some of these signs is not always immediately
obvious and so they should be learnt. Following information signs is practiced
in fire drills where workers must follow signs to safe areas. Those working
offshore will attend special courses on helicopter escape, use of life jackets and
survival craft, and escape through smoke. There are often opportunities for
workers to volunteer as fire officers or firest aiders, and special training is
given.

Finding information on the World Wide
Web needs an Internet search engine such as
Google, Alta Vista or Excite. Search engines have a
text box where you type in a keyword or words. A
search engine is a software program that reads the
keywords in the text box and searches the Internet
for Web pages, websites and other Internet files that
use them. These documents are shown on the
computer screen in a results listing.

When carrying out searches, you should
usually be specific and brief in your choice of
words. If the keyword is too general, or includes too
many different meanings, t information in different
ways, which changes the way they store he results
listing may not be useful. Different search engines
categorize information in different ways, which
changes the way they store and retrieve it.

You can narrow a search using logical
operators such as AND, OR, and NOT. AND
retrieves all the words typed in the text box, OR
retrieves either of the words and NOT excludes
words. Spelling is important when typindg in
keywords , but a search engine will not usually read
punctuation, prepositions and articles.

Building materials

Materials that are used for structural purposes should meet several
requirements. In most cases it is important that they should be hard, durable,
fire-resistant and easily fastened together.

The most commonly used materials are steel, concrete, stone, wood and
brick. They differ in hardness, durability and fire-resistance.

Wood is the most ancient structural material. It is light, cheap and easy
to work. But wood has certain disadvantages: it burns and decays.

Stone belongs to one of the oldest building materials used by man. It is
characteristic of many properties. They are mechanical strength, compactness,
porosity, sound and heat insulation and fire-resistance.

Bricks were known many thousands of years ago. They are examples of
artificial building materials.

Concrete is referred to as one of the most important building materials.
Concrete is a mixture of cement, sand, crushed stone and water.

Steel has come into general use with the development of industry. Its
manufacture requires special equipment and skilled labor.

Plastics combine all the fine characteristics of a building material with
good insulating properties. It is no wonder that architects and engineers have
turned to them to add beauty to modern homes and offices.

All building materials are divided into three main groups:
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—Main building materials such as rocks and artificial stones, timber and
metals.

— Binding materials such as lime, gypsum and cement.

—Secondary or auxiliary materials which are used for the interior parts
of the buildings.
